This file contains state-level counts, percentages, and rates for select findings from the National Child Abuse and Neglect Data System (NCANDS). Rates are calculated using child population data from the U.S. Census. 
The tables reflected in this dataset correspond to the state-by-state tables in the Child Maltreatment 2018 report, which is available at https://www.acf.hhs.gov/cb/research-data-technology/statistics-research/child-maltreatment. Reports from prior years are available at the same location. 
The file contains data for the following tables: 
1. Child Fatalities, Trend: Counts of child fatalities (unique count) for the last five federal fiscal years.
1. Child Fatalities by Submission Type: Counts and rates of child fatalities (unique count) by file submission type (i.e., Child File or Agency File) for the most recent federal fiscal year for which data are available.
1. Child Victims, Trend: Counts and rates of child victims (unique count) for the last five federal fiscal years.
1. Child Victims by Age: Counts and rates of child victims (unique count) by single year age for the most recent federal fiscal year for which data are available. 
1. Children by Disposition: Counts of victims (duplicate count) and nonvictims (duplicate count) by disposition (finding on the allegation of maltreatment) for the most recent federal fiscal year for which data are available. 
1. Children Who Received an Investigation or Alternative Response, Trend: Counts and rates of children (unique count) who received a CPS response in the form of an investigation response or alternative response for the last five federal fiscal years. 
1. Maltreatment Types of Victims: Counts and percentages of victims (unique count) by the single type of maltreatment they suffered (medical neglect, neglect, physical abuse, etc.). If a victim suffered more than one type of maltreatment, the victim is counted in the multiple maltreatment category. 
1. Perpetrators, Trend: Counts of perpetrators (unique count) for the last five federal fiscal years.
1. Perpetrators by Relationship to Their Victims: Counts of perpetrators (unique counts) by relationship (e.g., mother, father, legal guardian, etc.) to their victims for the most recent federal fiscal year for which data are available. 
1. Screened-In and Screened-Out Referrals: Counts, rates, and percentages of the number of screened-in, screened-out, and total referrals alleging abuse and neglect for the most recent federal fiscal year for which data are available.

Closed With No Finding Children (duplicate count): The number of children (duplicate count) who received a disposition that does not conclude with a specific finding because the CPS response could not be completed. No Alleged Maltreatment Children (duplicate count): The number of children (duplicate count) who received a disposition, but were not the subject of an allegation or any finding of maltreatment. Neglect (duplicate count): The number of maltreatment types (duplicate count) substantiated as neglect, which is defined as the failure by the caregiver to provide needed, age-appropriate care although financially able to do so or offered financial or other means to do so. For more information and definitions of maltreatment types, federal fiscal year, and unique and duplicate counts, see the Glossary in the Child Maltreatment 2017 report.
Other (duplicate count): The number of maltreatment types (duplicate count) substantiated as “other,” which is used when the state coding for this field is not one of the codes in the NCANDS record layout.  For more information and definitions of maltreatment types, federal fiscal year, and unique and duplicate counts, see the Glossary in the Child Maltreatment 2017 report.
Physical Abuse (duplicate count): The number of maltreatment types (duplicate count) substantiated as physical abuse, which is defined as physical acts that caused or could have caused physical injury to a child. For more information and definitions of maltreatment types, federal fiscal year, and unique and duplicate counts, see the Glossary in the Child Maltreatment 2017 report.
Psychological Maltreatment (duplicate count): The number of maltreatment types (duplicate count) substantiated as psychological maltreatment, which is defined as acts or omissions—other than physical abuse or sexual abuse—that caused or could have caused—conduct, cognitive, affective, or other behavioral or mental disorders. Sexual Abuse (duplicate count): The number of maltreatment types (duplicate count) substantiated as sexual abuse, which is defined as the involvement of the child in sexual activity to provide sexual gratification or financial benefit to the perpetrator, including contacts for sexual purposes, molestation, statutory rape, prostitution, pornography, exposure, incest, or other sexually exploitative activities. Total Maltreatment Types (duplicate count): The summed number of maltreatments (duplicate count) counted once for each substantiation.
